In March 2005, 
Claudia was invited to testify about the 
individual AMT at the President’s Tax 
Reform Panel.  She is often called upon 
by the media for comment about tax is-
sues.  She served on the 1987 Commis-
sioner’s Advisory Group to the National 
Office of the Internal Revenue Service.
